1. Por the constitutional amendment prohibiting
discrimination against a person becsuse of his
or her physical or mental disability;

2. For the constitutional amendment to provide
a procedure for the lieutenant-governor to exercise
the powers and perform the duties of the office of
governor when the governor is unable to do so;

3. For the constitutional amendment to establish
a division of criminal justice within the executive
department and to provide for the appointment of
state's attorneys by a criminal justice commission.
